CASE STUDY: Oberon Recycling Collection Centre (Oberon LGA)

Oberon Council is always looking at ways to implement waste minimisation and recovery strategies to assist in the 
longevity of  its current Solid Waste Landfill facility. One initiative is to look at cost effective recycling techniques for 
the Oberon community. The Oberon Recycling Collection Centre is one step in achieving this and has been developed 
in conjunction with the NSW Government’s Waste Less Recycle More program. 

The intent is to:
•	 encourage our community to think differently about waste avoidance, recycling, littering and illegal dumping
•	 deliver conveniently located, value-for-money waste infrastructure to make it easier for households and business to 

do the right thing
•	 drive innovative regulatory approaches to protect the environment and support investment in new waste programs.

Council recognises that community ‘buy in’ is essential in achieving this and is looking to develop a strategic 
approach to waste management that reflects both Council’s and the NSW Government’s ambitions for waste minimi-
sation and resource recovery. 

This cost effective project will allow the Oberon community to undertake centrally-based domestic recycling 
rather than disposing of  items in the general rubbish bin.

The Oberon Recycling Collection Centre provides collection of  all plastics, aluminium, glass and paper.
Council will be evaluating the community use of  the centre with the intention of  providing this as permanent 

infrastructure, in accordance with its proposed Waste Strategy currently being developed.

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14.09 CLASS ACTION SETTLEMENT

Summary 
Oberon Council is part of the Class Action with regard to the IMB Bentham Limited (IMB) / Lehman 
Brothers Australia (LBA) CDO claim for an amount of $598,314.49. There is now an opportunity to 
settle the Class Action at $144 million (total). Council is being asked whether it wished to support 
the settlement of the Class Action on the basis of the Offer. 
 
 
Recommendation: 
 
That report item 14.09 is received as information. 
 
 
Comment 
 
In August 2015, ‘without prejudice’ and confidential settlement discussions took place between the 
Applicants of a Class Action (of which Oberon is included), representatives of S&P, IMF Bentham 
Limited and the parties’ legal teams. An in principle agreement to settle the Class Action was 
reached with S&P subject to documentation of the terms of settlement in a deed acceptable to all 
parties. The Class Action is set down for trial commencing on 29 August 2016. 
 
Council received a letter from Squire Patton Boggs on 23 November 2015 to ascertain whether or 
not Council, as a Group Member, supports the settlement of the Class Action on the basis of the 
Officer. This response was required no later than 11 December 2015. 
 
Councillors discussed the letter and its contents at its Informal Briefing Session held on  
8 December. After consideration of the matter the Councillors all agreed that Council would 
support the settlement of the Class Action.

Comment   
1. WEEKLY OBERON DAM LEVELS  
The following is a weekly dam level recording for Oberon Dam, conducted by State Water: 
 
07/12/2015 – 63.67% 
30/11/2015 – 64.21% 
23/11/2015 – 64.69% 
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16/11/2015 – 64.97% 
09/11/2015 – 64.62% 
02/11/2015 -  63.87% 
 
2. WATER CONSUMPTION FROM STATE WATER 
 
01/11/2015 – 08/11/2015  = 11.30ML 
09/11/2015 – 15/11/2015 = 09.68ML 
16/11/2015 – 22/11/2015  = 10.28ML 
23/11/2015 – 29/11/2015 = 10.72ML 
30/11/2015 – 07/12/2015       = 13.92ML 
 
The total of 43.60ML raw water for November was consumed from NSW Water.  
 
November Average Daily Consumption for Oberon Township 43.60ML/30 Days = 1.60 ML p/d 
 
3. REPORTS OF WATER & SEWERAGE ISSUES  
There were no reports of dirty water, water odour or taste issues logged in Council’s complaints 
system during November 2015.  
 
One complaint in Glyndwr Ave relating to a sewer blockage in the trunk main. This was 
investigated and rectified by Council’s plumbers.

Total Waste Water Treatment into Oberon STP was 35,816kL for November. 

 
5. PLANT & INFRASTRUCTURE FAULTS  
Permeate Pump Fault at Water Treatment Plant – Faulty flow switch, new part on order and will be 
installed upon arrival. 
 
6. PLANT UPGRADES AND PRO ACTIVE MAINTENANCE 
 
Water:  
Monthly proactive maintenance servicing on all pumps and the air valves complete. 
 
Calibrations of online instrumentation for water testing complete. 
 
Monthly air compressor pumps, oil levels and belt drive checks complete 
 
Waste Water: 
Framework and new winch for digester has been constructed and now installed into digester at the 
sewerage treatment plant. 
 
New pipe work is currently being installed at the settlement lagoon to better facilitate the pumping 
of bi-product. 
 
Replaced worn out brushes on rag removal machine. 
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Monthly oil checks have been completed and greasing of the trickling filter arms has been 
completed.  
 
Greasing of pumps and waste water clarifier has been completed for the month. 
 
PUMP STATIONS 
 
Regular maintenance has been undertaken on the pump station such as clearing debris from well 
washers, checking inlets are not blocked, checking that pumps are level, as well as giving the wet 
wells a hose out. 
 
Duckmaloi Road pump station checked and cleaned out of foreign matter. 
 
Bounty Street Pump Station – Inspected, no issues to report. 
 
Hawken’s Drive Pump Station – Inspected, no issues were found.
