Council is in receipt of Development Application 10.2011.1.1 (Attachment 1) for the
construction of a proposed dwelling on Lot 12 in DP: 603429, 173 Titania Road, Oberon.

The proposed development consists of the construction of a four bedroom dwelling on an
established cleared section of land within lot 12 in DP: 603429 which consists of 32.5
hectares of vacant land. The land subject to the application has been identified as Class 4
and 5 Non-Prime crop and Pasture land and has a land capability class of Six (6) and as
such is not identified as being environmentally sensitive in accordance with the definition in
the Oberon local Environmental Plan, 1998.

The dwelling is proposed to be sited within 390m of the existing quarry as approved by the
Land and Environment Court Decision, and within 270m of the proposed expansion to the
white granite quarry (as per Attachment 2). The Statement of Environmental effects
submitted in support of the Development Application indicates the presence of a Knoll on Lot

The dwelling proposed in Development Application 10.2011.1.1 is in the same location as
previously assessed by Development Application 23/09 and as such is subject to the same
planning constraints identified through the determination of that particular Development
Application.

The Mayor of the host participating Council will chair that specific meeting and arrange to
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service that meeting including appropriate administrative support and communications with
respect to matters dealt with at that meeting.

Representatives of participating Councils in the Alliance are proposed to be the Mayor and
relevant staff of each Council.

The proposed Bicentenary Crossings Alliance would sit separately to the existing Western
Crossings Committee that currently has Council representation through lan McPherson who
represents Councils current Heritage Committee on this committee.

While it is proposed that the Bicentenary Crossings Alliance would sit separate to the
Western Crossing Committee at some time it is envisaged that the two committees would
work together.

The Alliance is a mechanism for Council to have a role to play in events associated with the
Bicentennial of the crossing of the Blue Mountains.

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It is a pleasure to note that the figures for attendance and new borrowers at the Library are
higher than that of the previous year.

The CCSM has investigated the continued use of the container located adjacent to the
Library. The container was located there as a result of the Library Committee Meeting
Minutes of 13/05/2008, in that provision be made in the March Quarterly Budget Review to
fund the purchase of a container for library storage. At no stage was Development Approval
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sought or gained. The facility does not provide for correct storage for library materials and
as a result is no longer required by the Library. In due course this facility will be emptied and
removed from its present location.

The Library hour s over Christmas wi || Obusi nesc
(traditionally one of closed council services) was budgeted for under the realignment. A
press release advising of these hours has been submitted to the Oberon Review.

The Allan Brown Collection is in the process of being indexed in order to obtain a quote for
digitisation in readiness of future grant opportunities. Guidance will be sought from an
Oberon Local History specialist as to what is appropriate to be digitally published.

The Summer Reading Club has been launched with a program of activities scheduled over
the January school holidays.

Initial activities for 2012 Year of Reading have been incorporated into the Library Program,
with the NSW shortlisted books purchased and now available in the Library.

A Library Strategy document has been drafted. This document is based on the standards
and guidelines recommended by the NSW State Library: Living, Learning Libraries. This
document provides a basis for structuring Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for the Library
to ensure Oberon Council Library is inline with other community libraries. The Collection
Development Policy has been redrafted, providing greater direction to Library staff in the
acquisition, retention and deselecting of materials. It will also provide guidance on areas
such as digital practice and special collections. These documents will be submitted to the
Library 355 Committee for review in the near future.

Pool

There has been a failure of the compressor unit at the Pool. The damage to the compressor
may have happened during the "Brown Out" that occurred approximately one month ago.
The water temperature has been lower than normal; however it was put that down to all the
inclement weather Oberon is currently experiencing. All three isolators and fans were
working however Peter Toyesi (Technician) advised that although they seem and look as if
they are working; the compressor is not actually pumping through due to the mechanical
damage. Council is currently investigating whether there is the possibility of claiming the
damages on insurance.

Community Technology Centre (CTC)

The CCSM has been in discussions with both Central West Community College (CWCC)
and TAFE Western Institute to facilitate the delivery of competency based coursework at the
CTC. Negotiations have progressed to the point that as of February 2012, CWCC will offer
Introductory MYOB courses. Depending on the success and take up by community
members, this could potentially lead to further courses being on offer.
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Digital Switchover

Executive Summary

Council remains extremely concerned with regards the ongoing operation of Jenolan Caves.
At a meeting held at Oberon Council attended by elected representatives, Council officers
and members of Oberon Business Association and Oberon Plateau Tourism Association,
unanimous support was given for the caves to be retained in public ownership.

For Council Decision

Recommendation:

That Council declare its support for the ongoing public ownership of the Jenolan Caves to
the NSW State Government and Federal Government by calling on both tiers of Government
to commence discussions to develop a joint public funding model for the ongoing viable
operation of Jenolan Caves given its overwhelming significant cultural, heritage, tourism and
environmental attributes.

Background

At a meeting held at Oberon Council attended by elected representatives, Council officers,
members of Oberon Business Association and Oberon Plateau Tourism Association;

Recent History and Privatisation

The cave system was initially discovered in 1838 and has since undergone a continuous
battle between private and state ownership.

A trust administrator was appointed in February 2004, after the cancellation of an existing
private lease arrangement. In April 2010, an expression of interest for the privatisation of the
hospitality facilities was again offered by the NSW State government for the management
and operation of the hospitality facilities. The expression of interest closed in May 2010, and
to date a private provider has not been appointed.

Reference in the media release from the Office of Environment and Heritage, 15 April 2010,

calling for expressions of interest refer to an investment of some $7.5 million spent on
upgrading facilities at Jenolan Caves. This is in excess of the $4 million originally noted in
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the National Parks and Wildlife Amendment (Jenolan Caves Reserve) Bill 2005 (the Bill) and
has made a considerable positive impact on the marketability of the caves and the
accommodation and hospitality services provided.

Council notes the statement made in the Jenolan Caves Annual Report 2009 i 2010 (page
2) that:

iThe NSW Gov e raognised that Beactan is & important environmental,
tourism and heritage precinct and has indicated that once a sustainable commercial
model is in place to protect the environment at Jenolan and provide commercial and
social outcomes, the responsibility for management will be transferred to the
Department of Environment, Climate Change ani

The Jenolan Caves Reserve Trust continues to operate the cave and tourism facilities
throughout 2009-2010 achieving greater economic efficiencies and making improvements to
work flows and processes to achieve best practice. Renovations and maintenance works
have been completed.

The Jenolan Caves Reserve Trust is currently being managed on minimum funding and
support from the NSW State Government, placing additional strain on financial and human
resources and reducing the ability for the trust to focus at on the strategic and long-term
planning requirements of the Caves, accommodation and hospitality facilities.

Further review of the 2009-2010 Annual Report demonstrates increases across the board
(as below) demonstrating the Jenolan Caves Trust ability to successfully manage the tourism
and hospitality facilities and further strengthens the position of the caves to remain in public
ownership.

The Jenolan Caves system is one of the oldest and most complex in the world, containing a
complex and diverse variety of karst and cave types with the Jenolan River, flowing through

the cave system one of the most outstanding fluviokarst valleys in the world.

There are some 300 known caves with 11 caves available for commercial tours and several
adventure caves.

A significant number of fossils have been discovered within the caves system adding to the
natural and historical value of the caves.

Tourism

Jenolan Caves is a major destination for both national and international tourists. The caves
attract over 200,000 visits per year.

Jenolan Caves recently received the following at the NSW Tourism Awards.

1 Gold Awards in both Heritage and Cultural Tourism and Tourist Attractions.
1 Silver Awards in Adventure Tourism and Ecotourism

The NSW Tourism Awards celebrates the outstanding achievements provided by tourist
operators across a diverse range of tourism related services and products across the state.

Economics

It is estimated that nearly $15 million dollars is generated into the Blue Mountains and
Central West areas from Visitors to Jenolan Caves yearly. This includes flow-on financial
effects to local businesses such as service stations, restaurants and accommodation
providers.

Jenolan Caves Trust also contributes some $20,000 annually of in-kind contributions to
schools and fundraising groups to support the local community.

Jenolan Caves employs some 100 staff members providing stable employment opportunities
for locals.

An estimated $300,000 annually is also spent on local contractors and suppliers.
