Elm Leaf Beetle(Xanthogaleruca luteola) is an important 
pest of elm trees. It exists in Europe and was introduced 
into the United States around 1834. ELB was first 
discovered in Victoria in 1989. It was detected in 
Launceston in late 2002 and in Hobart in 2008. It is now 
well established in these cities. ELB is no longer a 
notifiable pest, but local councils are still endeavouring 
to control ELB and are encouraging households to do 
the same.  
 
Description and lifecycle 
Elm leaf beetles are around 6mm long and yellowish to 
olive green with black stripes. The beetles hibernate in 
sheltered places during winter and emerge in spring to 
feed on the young leaves. The beetles lay tiny lemon-
coloured eggs in clumps on the underside of leaves in 
spring, which hatch in 7-10 days.  
 

 
 
At first the larvae (grubs) are very small and almost 
black. The larvae increase in size through summer 
reaching a length of 12 mm, when they are black and

Around Dec-Jan, the larvae migrate down the trunk of 
the tree to pupate in the soil or in crevices on the lower 
trunk. After 1-2 weeks, new beetles emerge and, in 
warm summers, the new generation carries on 
breeding. The new generation of beetles continues to 
feed on the leaves for several weeks but, with the onset 
of cooler autumn weather, seek shelter for winter in 
various places, including wood-heaps, sheds, houses 
and cars.

the leaf veins. Skeletonised leaves turn brown and drop 
prematurely.  

 
Adults and larvae together can cause severe defoliation 
of elms, which can weaken mature trees and reduce 
their aesthetic and amenity value. Elms suffering from 
repeated elm leaf beetle attack are also more 
susceptible to other pests and disease.

Spread 
ELB spreads easily along major traffic routes because 
they often end up on cars that are parked near infected 
elm trees. 
 
Will ELB kill my elm tree? 
Although a single, heavy infestation of ELB can 
completely defoliate an elm, the tree will send out new 
leaves in the next season. However, the growth of the 
tree will be affected and, if ELB is not controlled, the 
tree may eventually die after a few years. If ELB is 
controlled early then elm trees will recover. 
 
Control options 
Several options are available.  
 
Professionally applied treatments 
Important: Only an arborist or pest control operator 
who is licensed to apply pesticides and has obtained the 
required permits should apply the following methods.  
 
1. Trunk Injection 
Trunk injection with Imidacloprid* is considered to be 
the most effective and environmentally sound option. 
The insecticide is injected directly into the trunk of the 
tree. The tree transports the chemical to the leaves 
where it kills the beetles.  Tree trunks must be >200mm 
diameter. 
 
2. Soil injection 
Soil injection with Imidacloprid* can be applied to trees 
of any diameter. Soil injection requires up to 100 L of 
water per tree and is not recommended when soil 
moisture is low. Soil injection is highly detrimental to 
soil flora and fauna, including earthworms and 
mycorrhiza.  Applications near creeks and rivers or near 
food gardens pose particular risks for invertebrates and 
human health.  Soil injection can be used on trees of 
any trunk diameter. 
 
Soil and trunk injections typically remain effective for 2-
3 years. 
 
Canopy spraying 
Foliar sprays are usually impractical due to the size of 
large elm trees, but might be achievable with young 
trees.  Foliar sprays need to be applied annually. 
 
Non-chemical control 
A safe non-chemical control is to trap larvae that 
migrate down the trunk between December and early 
February. Adhesive tape can be wrapped around the 
trunk in a strip about 20cm wide, with the sticky side 
facing out. This breaks the beetle lifecycle.  Horticultural 
glue can also be used. Timing is very important with 
banding methods.  The bands need to be applied before 
the larvae start to crawl down the trunk, which can vary  
depending on the weather each season, so close  
 
 

 
 
monitoring is essential. Banding treatments may need 
to be reapplied several times each season if beetle 
numbers are high.  These methods will not reduce 
damage in the initial year of application, but should 
reduce beetle numbers and damage in subsequent 
years. This method, while environmentally safe, may 
not be effective against heavy infestations.  
 
A similar chemical banding method consists of banding 
the trunk with Carbaryl* insecticide. It is essential that 
the application is high on the trunk away from children 
and pets. 
 
Biological control 
Natural enemies that parasitise ELB are still being 
tested and evaluated. These include Oomyzusgallerucae 
(a small wasp) and Erynniopsisantennata (a small fly). A 
spray made of the naturally occurring bacterium 
Bacillus thuringiensis subsp. tenebrionis has been 
trialled and found to be effective against elm leaf beetle 
larvae. This spray could become available in the near 
future.  
 
A healthy elm is more likely to survive 
Keep elm trees watered in dry periods. Fertilise in late 
winter with slow release fertiliser. Avoid compaction of 
soil over root zone. Encourage good soil conditions by 
covering the root zone with mulch rather than lawn.  
 
Help From local councils 
Some local councils in Tasmania have been controlling 
ELB for several years  They may keep lists of local pest 
control operators who are licensed to use soil- and 
trunk-injection control methods.  
 
Note: Dutch elm disease, which has killed millions of 
elms in the Northern Hemisphere, is spread by the Elm 
bark beetle, NOT the Elm leaf beetle.  
Dutch elm disease is not present in Australia.

Council road closures�² a guide for councils 
From 1 July 2018, councils will have the power to close council public roads. This change responds to council 
submissions to the Crown Lands Management Review white paper. 

Part 4 Division 3 of the Roads Act 1993 (the Roads Act) outlines the new legislative requirements for councils.  

Benefits to councils  
The changes coming into force from 1 July enable a streamlined process for councils when closing council 
public roads. Councils no longer need to apply to NSW Department of Industry�² Lands & Water (the 
department) to close council public roads. 

Legislative safeguards are in place to help councils undertake a robust notification and submission period 
before deciding whether to close a council public road. Safeguards include the right for any person or class of 
person referred to in Section 38B(1)(b) of the Roads Act to appeal a decision in the Land & Environment 
Court. 

A guide to closing council public roads  
To help councils navigate the new council road closure process, the department, acting in good faith, has 
prepared this guide and supporting material. The council road closure guide provides general information on: 

�x road status and construction 
�x vesting of council roads on closure 
�x the notification process 
�x closing roads for giving in compensation. 

Road status and construction  

Before proposing to close a council road, councils should complete preliminary checks on road status and 
construction. The preliminary checks prevent councils spending unnecessary time and resources on proposals 
that cannot be processed by councils or do not fit with council plans and strategies.  

For proposals that progress to notification stage, �F�R�X�Q�F�L�O�¶�V road status report and road construction declaration 
demonstrate to the department that council is the roads authority and the road will remain vested with council 
upon closure. 

Road status  report  

Councils must provide the department with evidence to confirm that the road proposed for closure is opened or 
dedicated as a council public road. Councils cannot close non-council roads. 

Where the road was dedicated from freehold land, councils will find it useful to identify the prior volume folio or 
old system grant.  

Part 2 Division 2 of the Roads Act provides a mechanism for councils to resolve doubts concerning the status 
of certain roads.  

NSW Land Registry Services has useful information online regarding the closure of council public roads 
created in subdivisions before 1920.  

Information brokers can provide specialised titling support if councils require assistance. NSW Land Registry 
Services lists a number of approved information brokers.

Council�¶�V determination of construction affects who the road vests with on closure. 

The dictionary of the Roads Act 1993 does not specifically define �µconstruction�¶ in terms of section 38E(2) of 
the Act. The definitions of �µroad work�¶ and �µcarry out road work�¶ in the dictionary of the Roads Act appear to be 
related to �µconstruction�¶. Councils may give consideration to developing an agreed set of guiding principles on 
what constitutes �µconstruction�¶. 

Examples of current or historical construction within road corridors may include: 

�x bitumen-sealed road formations 
�x gravel or other road-base material 
�x formed footpaths and/or kerb and guttering 
�x slashing or clearing of vegetation 
�x mowing. 

The department will accept a written declaration of road construction from councils. �&�R�X�Q�F�L�O�¶�V construction 
declaration will form the basis of the �G�H�S�D�U�W�P�H�Q�W�¶�V response.  

Vesting of council roads on closure  

The vesting of council roads on closure remains unchanged by the Roads Act 1993 amendments.   

When a constructed council public road is closed, it remains vested in council as council land. Councils may 
facilitate the subsequent sale of the council land and receive the proceeds of sale. 

The department no longer has the power to close unconstructed council roads. Councils are required to 
process the closure of suitable unconstructed council public roads even though the roads will vest in the 
Crown upon closure.  

When looking to close an unconstructed council road, council should forward its road closure proposal to 
council.roadclosures@crownland.nsw.gov.au in the early stages to identify options to progress the outcome 
sought where possible.  

When an unconstructed council public road is closed, it becomes vested in the Crown as Crown land. The 
department will object to the proposed closure if the consequential vesting in the Crown is considered 
unsuitable according to departmental policy. 

Councils are not able to facilitate the sale of an unconstructed council road or receive the proceeds of any 
subsequent sale.   

Sale of a  closed , unconstructed council public road  

Section 42(1) of the Roads Act outlines that Crown land forming part of a former public road must be dealt with 
under the Crown Land Management Act 2016 (the CLM Act). Any proposal to sell a former public road under 
the CLM Act may require consultation in line with the �G�H�S�D�U�W�P�H�Q�W�¶�V��Community Engagement Strategy (CES). 

Funds received from the sale of Crown land, including former unconstructed council roads, are retained by the 
Crown. 

Notification process  

The department has created the following resources to support councils with the notification process: 

�x newspaper notice 
�x notice to adjoining landowners 
�x notice to NSW Department of Industry�² Lands & Water 
�x notice to notifiable authorities excluding NSW Department of Industry�² Lands & Water 
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�x notifiable authority contact list. 

Councils must: 

�x use the specific NSW Department of Industry�² Lands & Water notice template when forwarding road 
closure notices to the department 

�x provide the department with a road status report and a determination of road construction  

�x notify the department of closed, unconstructed, council roads, by emailing a copy of the gazette notice, 
registered survey plan (and 88B where required), and any other relevant information  

�x send all NSW Department of Industry�² Lands & Water notifications and supplementary information to 
council.roadclosures@crownland.nsw.gov.au.  

It is council�¶s responsibility to notify any person or class of persons with an interest in the road closure. This 
includes authorities not covered by section 38B(1)(b) that have infrastructure within the road.  

Closing roads for giving in compensation  

Section 44 provisions in the Roads Act remain unchanged. Land forming part of a former public road may still 
be given in compensation for other land acquired for the purposes of the Roads Act. 

Where council has an interest in Crown roads for the purpose of giving in for compensation, contact should be 
made with the local office or by emailing an enquiry to cl.enquiries@crownland.nsw.gov.au.

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Council road closures 
These frequently asked questions concern the closure of council public roads by 
councils. It is part of a suite of supporting documents on the Crown Lands website to 
assist councils with the transition to closing their own roads for the first time. 

Where can councils find statutory requirements regarding the closure 
of council publi c roads?  
Part 4 Division 3 of the Roads Act 1993 and Clause 83A(1) of the Roads Regulation 2008 outline the statutory 
requirements regarding the closure of council public roads by councils. 

Can a council still apply to NSW Department of Industry �² Lands & 
Water (the department) to close a council public road?  
No, the department no longer has power to close council public roads. 

Do all council public roads vest in council upon closure?  
Only constructed council public roads remain vested in council upon closure. Unconstructed council public 
roads become vested in the Crown upon closure. 

What is th �H���G�H�I�L�Q�L�W�L�R�Q���R�I���µ�F�R�Q�V�W�U�X�F�W�L�R�Q�¶���D�V���S�H�U���6�H�F�W�L�R�Q�������(���������R�I���W�K�H��
Roads Act 1993 ? 
The dictionary of the Roads Act 1993 does not define �µconstruction�¶ in terms of section 38E(2) of the Act. The 
Acts definition for �µ�U�R�D�G���Z�R�U�N�¶ includes any kind of work on or in the vicinity to facilitate use of the road as a 
road. The term construction is also used in the Act in reference to construction of conduits on public roads for 
utility services. 

Given the Acts does not �G�H�I�L�Q�H���µ�F�R�Q�V�W�U�X�F�W�L�R�Q�¶�����1�6�:��Councils may want to consider developing an agreed set 
of guiding principles for what may constitute �µconstruction�¶ on a council road. 

Examples of current or historical construction within road corridors to facilitate a passage of access as a road 
may include: 

�x bitumen-sealed road formations 
�x surface works - gravel or other road-base material; filling pot holes 
�x formed footpaths and/or kerb and guttering 
�x slashing or clearing of vegetation 
�x mowing

Can the department still close unconstructed council public roads 
�Z�L�W�K���F�R�X�Q�F�L�O�¶�V���F�R�Qsent, considering that these roads vest in the Crown 
upon closure?  
No. The department no longer has power to close constructed or unconstructed council public roads.  
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Where ca n council obtai n status searches t o confirm the stat us of 
council public roads? 
Council may wish to use the expertise of an appropriately skilled council officer, a registered surveyor or a 
NSW Land Registry Service-approved information broker to undertake a road status search.  

If council does not have conclusive evidence confirmin g road status 
as council public road, can we approach Status Branc h to check 
departmental records that aren't publicly available? 
Council can contact us and request a search of available departmental records if public evidence remains 
inconclusive. A status search fee is payable by council if Status Branch are engaged to undertake a search. 

Which authorities require notificati on when proposin g to close a 
council public road? 
Section 32B of the Roads Act 1993 and Clause 83A(1) of the Roads Regulation 2008 list the notifiable 
authorities. 

Are councils require d to notify the department regardi ng council road 
closure proposals? 
Yes, councils are required to notify the department of all council road closure proposals. All notifications are to 
be emailed to council.roadclosures@crownland.nsw.gov.au and include a diagram, road status confirmation 
and declaration as to construction (vesting). Further information is available on the �G�H�S�D�U�W�P�H�Q�W�
�V website. 

What is the best metho d to close a road whic h is shared 
Crown/council? 
Please send an enquiry to council.roadclosures@crownland.nsw.gov.au for case-by-case investigation. 

Can crown roads be transferred t o council for use as compensation 
under Sectio n 44 of t he Roads Act 1993 ? 
Please send an enquiry to council.roadclosures@crownland.nsw.gov.au for case-by-case investigation prior to 
completing the council road closure requirements set out in section 38B of the Roads Act 1993.
